These pieces were collected primarily by Slim Lawrence, long-time caretaker of the historic AMK Ranch,
and amateur archaeologist who loved to collect remnants of the past. His collection grew so large that he
eventually founded the Jackson Hole Museum with another local resident, Homer Richards.
